NOTICE OF ENACTMENT

Ordinance 14943

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Metropolitan King County Council adopted Ordinance 14943 on June 14, 2004.  King County provides this notice of adoption and enactment pursuant to RCW 36.70A.290(2)(b). 
SUMMARY
Ordinance 14943 amends KCC 21A.18.080 by adopting new provisions governing drive-through lanes at restaurants in unincorporated King County.

· For restaurants with on-premise eating areas greater than 160 square feet in size, a minimum of seven stacking spaces (140 feet of drive-through lane) shall be provided.

· For restaurants with no on-premise eating areas that are 160 square feet or less in size, a minimum of three stacking spaces (60 feet of drive-through lane) shall be provided if there are three or more similar restaurants within one-quarter mile; or if vehicles on the drive-through lane do not exceed 6 per half-hour period.

· For restaurants with no on-premise eating areas that are 160 square feet or less in size, a minimum of four stacking spaces (80 feet of drive-through lane) shall be provided if there are two or fewer similar restaurants within one-quarter mile; or if vehicles on the drive-through lane do not exceed are seven or more but less than eleven vehicles per any half-hour period.
· For restaurants with no on-premise eating areas that are 160 square feet or less in size, a minimum of five stacking spaces (100 feet of drive-through lane) shall be provided if there are no similar restaurants within one-quarter mile; or if vehicles on the drive-through lane are eleven or more per any half-hour period.
Additionally, discretion is given to the Director of DDES to modify the number of required stacking spaces, after consultation with other public agencies or after consideration of traffic studies provided by the applicant, but to no fewer than three stacking spaces.
