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SUBJECT: 
A motion making an appointment to fill a commissioner vacancy in the Vashon Sewer District.  
BACKGROUND:

Sewer districts are governed by RCW 57.08, which authorizes districts to ‘acquire by purchase or condemnation…lands, property and property rights…necessary for its purposes; to construct…maintain,…and operate systems of sewers for the purpose of furnishing the…inhabitants…with an adequate system of sewers for all uses and purposes; to construct systems of drainage for the benefit and use of the district; to compel all property owners within the district to connect their private drain and sewer systems with the district’s system…to fix rates and charges for…sewer and drain service…”
RCW 57.12 provides that the governing body of a district “shall be a board of commissioners consisting of three members… The board shall annually elect one of its members as president and another as secretary…No member shall be employed full time by the district.”  

When there is a vacancy on the board, RCW 42.12.070 provides as follows:  “If a governing body fails to appoint a qualified person to fill a vacancy within ninety days of the occurrence of the vacancy…the count legislative authority…shall appoint a qualified person to fill the vacancy.”
In early 2005, one of the three Vashon Sewer District commissioners resigned; the commission was not able to fill the vacancy within the 90 days provided for by RCW 42.12.070, above.  As a result, the authority to appoint a candidate is transferred to the county legislative authority.  

The commissioners have now identified a qualified candidate, and requested her appointment to the board.
NOMINEE:
Marta Marie Medcalf resides within the service boundary of the sewer district on Vashon Island; she is a long-time resident of the island.   She has been an active member of her neighborhood water board for several years; she is currently working as an attorney for Pierce County; she is additionally pursuing coursework for a Masters in Public Administration.

Proposed Motion 2005-0512 provides that Marta Marie Medcalf is appointed to the vacancy for commissioner on the Vashon Sewer District Board of Commissioners.
