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SUBJECT
An ordinance authorizing the County Executive to enter into an interlocal agreement with the City of Maple Valley relating to the County’s processing of building permits, land use applications and code enforcement services within the Maple Ridge Highlands Annexation Area.
BACKGROUND
Washington statute provides that upon the effective date of any annexation into a city, the city assumes legal jurisdiction over all building and land use permits that are in the review or inspection stages at the time of the annexation.   Files for such active permit file must be transferred from the county to the city for further processing and review, unless an interlocal agreement between the jurisdictions is enacted to allow the county to continue processing the permits on behalf of the city.  

The Maple Ridge Highlands annexation into Maple Valley became effective on July 26, 2009.  Shortly before that date, the Maple Valley indicated its desire to have the County continue processing unfinished permit applications within the annexation area and made that request to the County’s Department of Development and Environmental Services (“DDES”) finish work on such applications.  
AGREEMENT SUMMARY
The basic provisions of the interlocal agreement are described on the following table:
	County Review
	The County would continue processing of those building permit and land use applications in the Maple Ridge Highlands Annexation Area.

	Payment for services 
	The County will be paid for services at its current billing rate.

	State Environmental Policy Act (SEPA) Compliance
	Maple Valley would be SEPA lead agency for all annexation area building permit and land use applications, including those being processed by the County.

	Duration
	Effective until December 31, 2014, with potential extention for up to five additional years.

	Indemnification
	· Reciprocal indemnification provisions: 

· The County indemnifies the City and from any and all actions arising out of any negligent action of the County in implementing the agreement.  In the event that any action is brought against the City, the County shall defend the same; and if final judgment be rendered against the City, the County shall satisfy the same.

· The City shall indemnifies the County and from any and all actions arising out of any negligent action of the City in implementing the agreement.  In the event that any action is brought against the County, the City shall defend the same; and if final judgment be rendered against the County, the City shall satisfy the same.

· When actions result from the concurrent negligence of the City and County, this section shall be valid and enforceable only to the extent of the negligence of each party.

	Personnel
	The County will assign and supervise staff that process applications.


ANALYSIS
The enclosed interlocal agreement has been reviewed by the King County Prosecuting Attorney's Office and the City of Maple Valley.  The Maple Valley City Council is in the process of approving the agreement. Until the proposed interlocal agreement is likewise approved by King County, DDES can review, inspect and bill for this work, but cannot issue permits or certificates of occupancy.  
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
