SUBJECT

Proposed Motion 2019-0121 would confirm the Executive’s appointment Keith Livingston, who resides in Council District seven, to the King County Conservation Futures Citizen Oversight Committee, for a partial term ending December 31, 2021.

BACKGROUND

Conservation Futures Tax (CFT) funds are collected as a dedicated portion of the property tax and are available only for the acquisition of open space and resource lands.  King County Code 26.12.010 establishes a process for an annual allocation of CFT funds through a citizen-based process conducted by the Conservation Futures Citizen Oversight Committee (COC). The COC is an advisory body and recommends allocation of CFT funds based on a competitive application process. The COC is comprised of 16 members, one from each council district, four council at-large members, and three executive at-large members.

APPOINTEE INFORMATION

Keith Livingston is a self-employed artist who is retired from a career in municipal services, with a focus on parks and recreation and solid waste management. He has previously served on the King County Solid Waste Advisory Committee.

ANALYSIS

Staff has not identified any issues with the proposed appointment. It appears to be consistent with the requirements of the requirements of K.C.C. 26.12.010.
