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SUBJECT:  Confirming the appointment of Kay Burrows to serve on the King County Accessible Services Advisory Committee (ASAC).   

SUMMARY:  Proposed Motion 2006-0353 confirms the appointment of Kay Burrows to the King County Accessible Services Advisory Committee for a term to expire on August 31, 2007.  Attachment 1 includes Proposed Motion 2006-0353, the executive’s transmittal letter, and Ms. Burrows’ application.  

BACKGROUND:   Ms. Burrows lives in Council District One.  She is a bus rider and has been a secretary at the National Federation of the Blind of Seattle since 2001.  She has served on a Metro Transit sounding board and an ASAC task force.
King County Code Chapter 28.94.140 calls for a public involvement model to be used by the Department of Transportation that includes an Accessible Services Advisory Committee.  The committee has 15 members, who are elderly, have disabilities, or are advocates for the elderly and persons with disabilities.   Committee membership is set up to reflect King County’s geographic distribution and ethnic diversity.  Members are appointed by the Executive and approved by the Council for two-year terms.  
The committee has two main roles:

· To monitor, oversee, evaluate and improve transportation services for members of the disabled and elderly communities, and 

· To advise the director of the department of transportation, the executive, and the council about service to members of these communities. 

The Advisory Committee’s purpose is to empower these communities to obtain equality of opportunity and maximum independence in using public transit.  ASAC coordinates with other advisory groups such as service change sounding boards and the Transit Advisory Committee.
