	Of this appropriation, $2,500,000 shall be expended or encumbered solely for a youth sports and outdoor recreation grants program to be administered by the King County Play Equity Coalition to increase the physical activities for youth, which have declined due to the COVID-19 pandemic."

EFFECT prepared by A. Kim: The amendment would add $2.5 million of General Fund and amend Expenditure Restriction ER5 in the Youth and Amateur Sports Facilities Fund to support a youth sports and outdoor recreation grants program to be administered by the King County Play Equity Coalition.
