EFFECT prepared by Wendy Soo Hoo:
· Removes references to "maintenance" and "upgrades."
· Specifies that capital investments will serve communities with limited or no access to facilities rather than require that the investments be located in those communities.
· Specifies that BSK will provide planning grants up to $100,000 for Priority 1 projects.
· Sets expected cap of $5 million for any single Priority 1 project.
· Sets expected cap of $500,000 for any single Priority 2 facility.
· Sets expected cap of $1 million for any single Priority 3 facility.
· Sets expected cap of $5 million for any single Priority 4 project.
· Specifies that no single project or facility shall receive more than $5 million in total capital grant funds.
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
