Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

Enclosed for King County Council consideration is a motion approving support fixed asset acquisitions requested through the King County Office of Cultural Resources, Cultural Facilities Emergency and Unforeseen Opportunity Program, as authorized by Motion 10189.  The motion concurs with recommendations of the King County Arts Commission. 

Since 1992, the Cultural Facilities Program has helped build the cultural infrastructure of the region, making arts and heritage opportunities accessible to all King County residents.  The Emergency and Unforeseen Opportunity Fund has provided critically needed funds out of cycle for organizations facing unexpected opportunities or challenges.  Two applications requesting $33,800 were considered by the Arts Commission during the past two months. The Renton Civic Theatre’s heating system failed, requiring purchase and installation of a new boiler.  Empty Space Theatre’s van, their only transportation between the theater and scene shop located miles away, required replacement.  The Arts Commission recommends funding both projects, for a total of $11,000.  

The motion contains a brief description of the two projects (Attachment A), and a financial plan (Attachment B), which incorporates the most recent revenue figures for the hotel/motel tax fund.  I look forward to the impact these critically needed projects will have on citizens in our County and hope you will join me in supporting this motion.  The King County Council's earliest consideration will be appreciated.
