EFFECT prepared by J. Tracy: The amendment would encourage the County to work with neighboring counties to minimize the impacts to communities in which shared essential public facilities are located.  The amendment would change the policy from striking amendment S1 as follows:
((F‑227)) F-425	King County and neighboring counties((, if advantageous to both,)) should share essential public facilities to increase efficiency of operation((.  Efficiency of operation should take into account)), including consideration of the overall value of the essential public facility to the region and the county and ((the extent to which, if properly mitigated,)) whether expansion of an existing essential public facility ((located in the county)) might be more economical and environmentally sound.  The County should work with neighboring counties to reasonably minimize impacts to the communities in which facilities are located, consistent with state law.
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
