Dear Councilmember Gossett:
This letter transmits an ordinance that will enable King County to provide approval of the Valley View Sewer District (District) 2011 Comprehensive Sewer System Plan (Plan) and allow subsequent granting of County right-of-way franchises and construction permits. 
Approval of the Plan is required under Revised Code of Washington (RCW) 57.16.010(7) and King County Code (KCC) chapters 13.24 and 28.84 as a prerequisite to granting County right-of-way franchises, construction permits, and because the District is a component agency of the regional system. Approval of the Plan will indicate to Washington state regulatory agencies that the Plan is consistent with the King County Comprehensive Plan (KCCP).

This plan supports the economic growth and built environment goals of the King County Strategic Plan by helping to ensure adequate sanitation for County residents. 

The enclosed matrix provides additional information regarding the District’s compliance with KCC requirements and consistency with the KCCP.

This legislation will help King County residents by ensuring adequate sanitation in the District's service area. I appreciate the District’s cooperation in submitting the Plan and working with the Utilities Technical Review Committee during their review process. I urge the King County Council to adopt the enclosed ordinance approving the Plan.
