SUBJECT: A MOTION authorizing the executive to accept a donation of radio modem equipment for the Sheriff’s Office Boulevard Park Patrol.
SUMMARY: The King County Sheriff’s Office (KCSO) provides law enforcement services to unincorporated King County and, through contracts, to 13 cities, Metro Transit, King County Airport, and school districts.  The sheriff provides contract police services for cities and other governmental entities that allow the contracting agency to specify levels of service.  The Sheriff is the law enforcement agency for the Boulevard and Beverly Park areas. 
This proposed motion, if approved, will allow the Sheriff's Office to accept the donation of up to $5,000 in radio modem equipment.  The Beverly Park Community Council recently raised funds to provide equipment to local public safety agencies and community groups.  They wish to donate up to $5,000 in radio modem equipment to the Sheriff's Office.  These radio modems will enhance deputy safety and productivity in the field for the Sheriff's Office Boulevard Park area deputies.  The modems will be used in conjunction with deputy laptop computers and the donation of radio modems will allow for deputies to spend more time on patrol.
