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SUBJECTS: 
A MOTION authorizing the King County executive to accept a donation of thirty thousand dollars from Dick’s Drive-Ins.
An ORDINANCE relating to accepting gifts, bequests and donations for the citizen councilor network.
SUMMARY:

Proposed Motion 2008-0349 would authorize the Executive to accept a donation of $30,000 from Dick’s Drive-Ins to support the King County Community Forums.  The County Community Forums were created as a result of a county citizen initiative sponsored by the co-founder of Dick’s Drive-In Restaurants Richard Spady.  On September 7, 2007, Council adopted this citizen initiative which created the King County Community Forums led by a citizen councilor coordinator who reports to the King County Auditor (Ordinance 15896).  The King County Community Forums are an innovative county program entirely funded by donations from the public.  This gracious contribution will support the staffing and operations of the forums.  Since county code requires that each donation of more than $2,000 be accepted by motion, there is a need for Council to act on Proposed Motion 2008-0349 (K.C.C. 2.80.010).  

Since there will be many donations of funds from both Dick’s Drive-Ins and other county residents and employees to support the community forums, acceptance of future donations would be more efficient if the Council did not have to accept by motion each donation of under fifty thousand dollars for the community forums.  Proposed Ordinance 2008-0348 would allow the acceptance of donations without the need of legislation.  This process would be similar to how donations for the county parks division are handled.
