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SUBJECT

An ordinance relating to road names, changing the name of 136th Place Southwest to Tabor Avenue Southwest in Council District 8.  

SUMMARY

KCC 16.08.060 authorizes the Council to change unincorporated area street names in response to petitions signed by property owners.  Proposed Ordinance 2002-0456 (Attachment 1) would change the name of 136th Place Southwest to Tabor Avenue Southwest. Tabor Avenue is the original name from the Beulah Park Chatauqua Grounds plat in 1920.  A majority of property owners on the street signed a petition in support of the name change.

The petition is Attachment 2 to this staff report.  Eight of the fourteen property owners signed the petition.  Attachment 3 is the notice of a September 8th public hearing in the Council that was mailed to all affected property owners with the required 20 days advance notice, consistent with King County Code 16.08.060.  Attachment 4 consists of the four (4) statements by residents that have been sent to the Council.  One comment is against the name change.  Although the comment states that the individual signed the petition, the name is not on the petition submitted to the Council.  Of the three supportive comments, two are from people who signed the petition and one from someone who did not sign the petition who is a co-owner with one of the signers who commented in favor.  Five property owners have not indicated their position on the petition.    
The local fire department and police authority support the change.
ANALYSIS
The King County Code authorizes the County Council to approve street name changes in unincorporated King County if requested by a majority of property owners.  The Code outlines procedures for review of proposed name changes, which have been followed in this case.  Accordingly, the decision to change the name is a policy decision for the Council.
