SUBJECT  
A MOTION confirming the Executive’s appointment of Lisa Jacobs, who resides in Council district two, to the Harborview Medical Center Board of Trustees, as a Council at-large representative.

SUMMARY
The Executive has appointed Lisa Jacobs to a partial term on the King County Harborview Medical Center Board of Trustees, expiring July 31, 2016.

Ms. Jacobs is a graduate of the University of Colorado in Boulder where she received a Bachelor of Science degree in Secondary Education Social Studies.  Ms. Jacobs has broad experience in labor relations, contract administration and negotiation, and collective bargaining in the public and private sector.  Her experience caring for elderly relatives, involved her with healthcare and social service systems including Harborview.  She has volunteer for the Seattle Public Schools. She is currently a Union representative, PTE Local 17.
BACKGROUND
The Harborview Medical Center Board of Trustees is composed of 13 members, one member from each Council district and four at-large members, who shall be nominated by the King County Council.  Nominees are appointed by the King County Executive and confirmed by the King County Council by motion.  The Board is the representative authority of the County, overseeing the provision of health care services to assure that high quality health care is made available to County residents.
