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SUBJECT

Proposed Motion 2013-0491 would confirm the Executive’s appointment of Ana Pinto da Silva to the 4Culture (Cultural Development Authority) Board of Directors.

BACKGROUND

Ordinance 14482 established the Cultural Development Authority of King County, known as 4Culture, to administer the County’s arts and heritage programs funded by hotel-motel tax revenues and the Public Art (1% for Art) Program. Ordinance 14482 established a 15-member Board of Directors to govern 4Culture. Members are nominated by the Executive and confirmed by the Council.

4Culture Board Candidate Ana Pinto da Silva. Ms. Pinto da Silva lives in Seattle in District 2. She is currently the Design Lead/Senior User Experience Designer for Strategic Prototyping, Advanced Strategies & Research at Microsoft. In that position, she leads design development, including stage demos, prototypes, and design vision for the Microsoft Home, which envisions the future of technology over the next decade. Prior to her position at Microsoft, Ms. Pinto da Silva was the Design and Technology Lead for NBBJ, during which time she focused on design and new media communication tools, including the NBBJ web site, corporate intranet, and a number of architectural projects, including the Stanford University School of Medicine Li Ka Shing Center for Learning & Knowledge. 

Ms. Pinto da Silva has experience as a game designer, 3D modeler, and art director. She taught multimedia studies at San Francisco State University. She has also participated in Pecha Kucha at Harvard and in San Francisco. (PechaKucha Night, which is now held in over 700 cities, was first held in Tokyo in February 2003 as an event for young designers to meet, network, and show their work in public.)

Ms. Pinto da Silva has a Master’s degree in Design Studies, Digital Media and Production Environments from the Harvard University Graduate School of Design; and a Bachelor of Arts in Architecture from the University of California, Berkeley, College of Environmental Design.
