The King County Regional Policy Committee was pleased to receive a briefing on the “Regional
Disaster Plan for Public and Private Organizations in King County” in late October. We
commend the members of the Regional Disaster Planning Task Force for their dedicated work on
this project and the oversight of your committee in preparing this plan over the last two years to
meet the intent of King County Motion 10566. This initial product should serve to improve
disaster relief coordination and efficiency by providing a preparedness and response plan for the
public and private sector in the event of a major technological or natural disaster in the county.

Since receiving the copies of the plan, our committee members have had an opportunity to review
it and consult with some of the emergency service providers in our communities. We recognize
that additional work is required to determine more of the details of a disaster response. We are
pleased that this Regional Disaster Plan contains an on-going work program to accomplish these
tasks and prepare ourselves for a coordinated regional response to a disaster. It provides a
common understanding and framework for our governments, non-profit agencies and private
businesses to continue planning and training together in preparation for an event. Most
importantly, it will allow a coordinated response and resource sharing, as needed.

At the direction of the Regional Policy Committee, we urge you to pursue your proposed course
of action to distribute the Regional Disaster Plan to public, private and non-profit organizations
(including local governments) for their formal review and poteniial adoption.
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
