This letter transmits an ordinance that will enable King County to continue leasing property for the Department of Public Defense (DPD) in the Central Building, located at 810 3rd Avenue, Seattle from KBS SOR Central Building, LLC, in support of the provision of King County operations and services.  Upon completion of the DPD consolidation at a downtown location, this space will be available for County agencies which require additional office space.
As described in the  attached property summary, this transaction is primarily proposed to finalize the implementation of the 2013 agreement with the Public Defender Association, a non-profit that was established after The Defender Association (TDA) became part of the County.. 
Leasing of this property furthers the King County Strategic Plan guiding principle of Financial Sustainability and Efficient, Accountable and Local Government as the public defense service transitions from non-profit to county department status.
