	Of this appropriation, $2,189,000 shall only be expended or encumbered to deliver 25,000 annual service hours in addition to the 176,575 net new fixed route service hours included in the executive's proposed 2019-2020 budget.  The new annual service hours must be implemented on a route or routes that have at least one endpoint outside the Seattle city limits and must be consistent with the priorities in the 2018 or 2019 system evaluation report."

EFFECT: This amendment would add $2,189,000 and 11.0 FTE of additional appropriation and restrict those funds to be used to add 25,000 more transit service hours (more service on bus routes) above and beyond the amount proposed by the executive. The new transit service hours must be implemented on a route or routes that have at least one endpoint outside the Seattle city limits and must be consistent with the priorities in the 2018 or 2019 system evaluation report.
