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SUBJECT:  Confirming the appointment of Ray Day Jr. to serve on the King County Transit Advisory Committee.   

SUMMARY: This item includes a proposed motion to confirm the appointment of Ray Day Jr. as an at-large member to the King County Transit Advisory Committee (TAC).

Proposed Motion 2004-0275 confirms the appointment of Mr. Ray Day Jr., who resides in Council District Ten, to the TAC for a partial term expiring September 30, 2005.  Mr. Day is currently an Inventory Control Analyst for the Red Dot Corporation.  In addition to being a regular bus rider, Mr. Day recently served as a member on Metro Transit’s Rainier Valley/Broadway Sounding Board, and has past experience in the field of transportation through his work for the Washington Utilities and Transportation Commission, and the New York State Department of Motor Vehicles. · Advise the executive, council, Transit Division, local jurisdictions and sub-regional transportation forums (such as ETP, SCATBd and SeaShore) on transit issues,

· Participate in an annual transit public workshop.

The TAC coordinates with other advisory groups, such as service change sounding boards, the Accessible Services Advisory Committee and the SmartGrowth Advisory Committee
