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On July 16, 2007 the appointments were amended in body and title to reflect the new name of the Citizen’s Advisory Committee.  The substitute motions were given a DO PASS recommendation.

SUBJECT

Motions confirming the executive's appointments to the King County Animal Care and Control Citizen's Advisory Committee.

BACKGROUND

The King County Animal Control Citizen’s Advisory Committee has not been active for a number of years.  In the 2007 Adopted Budget, the council included the following proviso in the Records, Elections and Licensing Division’s budget:

Of this appropriation, $250,000 shall not be expended or encumbered until:  (1) the executive has transmitted appointments to fill all vacancies on the King County animal control citizen's advisory committee, together with proposed confirmation motions and information on the appointees, and the council has confirmed all appointees; and (2) the executive has submitted and the council has reviewed and approved by motion, a plan for ongoing administrative support of the King County animal control citizen's advisory committee.

The proposed appointment motions, the plan for administrative support and the proposed motion approving the plan shall be submitted by the executive by April 15, 2007, in the form of 11 copies filed with the clerk of the council, who will retain the original and will forward a copy to each councilmember and to the lead staff of the labor, operations and technology committee, or its successor.

On April 13, 2007, the council received ten of the then eleven required appointments to the Animal Control Citizen’s Advisory Committee.  The eleventh appointment is a representative from the Seattle-King County Veterinarian Medical Association (VMA).  On June 25, 2007 the council received the required plan and motion for ongoing administrative support to the committee for consideration by the General Government and Labor Relations Committee.
On May 29, 2007, the Council adopted Ordinance 15801 which, among other things, renamed the Animal Control Citizen’s Advisory Committee the Animal Care and Control Citizen’s Advisory Committee and revised the roles, responsibilities and composition of the committee as follows:

· The committee is to provide evaluation and recommendations for a model animal services program with specific focus on the prevention of animal cruelty, the humane care and welfare of animals in King County shelters, the reduction of euthanasia, the increase of adoptions and the strengthening of community partnerships and volunteer programs.

· The committee is to provide evaluation and recommendations on performance measures, funding, staffing levels and staffing needs, facilities and capital improvements.

· The committee is to produce an annual report to the executive and the council. The executive would then be responsible to review and make recommendations to the council based on the committee’s report.

· The committee is to provide assistance with animal care and control’s public information and education campaign.
· Two additional members were added to the committee to represent the Coalition for a No Kill King County and Friends of King County Animal Control

In sum, the committee was refocused to address animal welfare issues and the policies, procedures, resources and outreach needed to build a model program.

Also on May 29, 2007, the Council adopted Motion 12521, requesting that the executive work in conjunction with the Animal Care and Control Citizen’s Advisory Committee to develop a special report on how the Animal Services Program (ASP) will become a model for the humane treatment of animals and reduce rates of euthanasia.  The report is due to the council on August 31, 2007.
APPOINTMENTS
2007-0259 – Julie White is the executive director of the Feral Cat Spay/Neuter Project.  Ms. White volunteered for Friends of King County Animal Control for six years and is trained and certified for emergency animal rescue services.  She is the former west coast regional manager of Best Friends Animal Society and was an executive director for Nordstroms.  Ms. White lives in district five and has been appointed to a three year term representing non profit organizations.
2007-0260 – Stacy Wikle is a paralegal for Wales & Woehler and a docent for Discovery Park.  She owns two cats and a large dog.  Ms. Wikle lives in district eight and has been appointed to a three year term representing unincorporated King County.

2007-0261 – Celeste Walsen is vice president of marketing and research for Notation Software.  Ms. Walsen is a former member of the board of directors of the Seattle Purebred Dog Rescue and has experience training service dogs.  She has a doctorate in veterinary medicine but is not currently practicing.  Ms. Walsen lives in district six and has been appointed to a three year term representing the suburban cities association.
2007-0262 – Christine Metzler is an account manager for Savino Del Bene, an international freight company.  She has a certificate in animal care and has interned at Bellevue Veterinary Hospital.  Ms. Metzler lives in district seven and has been appointed to a three year term representing the suburban cities association.

2007-0263 – Derek Yoshinaka is a project planner for Boeing.  He volunteers at King County’s animal shelter in Kent twice a week, walking dogs and posting their pictures and profile information on Petfinder.com.  He also fosters kittens until they are old enough for adoption.  Mr. Yoshinaka lives in district seven and has been appointed to a three year term representing the suburban cities association.

2007-0264 – Mary Jane Price is retired from the auto insurance claims business and has been a volunteer mentor in the Renton School District.  Ms. Price owns two cats and a small dog.
Ms. Price lives in district nine and has been appointed to a three year term representing unincorporated King County.
2007-0265 – Brenda Barnett is the chief executive officer of the Humane Society for Seattle/King County.  She is the former chief executive officer of Tony La Russa’s Animal Rescue Foundation and the development director of the San Francisco Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals.  She has over three decades of experience in animal welfare and a bachelor of science in veterinary technology.  Ms. Barnett lives in district one and has been appointed to a three year term representing the Humane Society for Seattle/King County.

2007-0266 – Inga Gibson is a state program manager for the Humane Society of the United States.  She has worked for the Orange County Animal Assistance League and Hawaiian Humane Society.  She has a bachelor of arts in animal behavior and is a certified euthanasia technician.  Ms. Gibson lives in district four and has been appointed to a three year term representing a non-profit organization.

2007-0267 - Annetter Laico is the executive director of the Progressive Animal Welfare Society.
Ms. Laico lives in district two and has been appointed to a three year term representing the Progressive Animal Welfare Society.

2007-0268 – Kim Sgo is the executive director of Pasado’s Safe Haven.  In 2005, she spent two months working in Louisiana on animal rescue efforts related to Hurricane Katrina and Hurricane Rita.  She formerly worked as a veterinary technician for Redmond Veterinary Hospital.  Ms. Sgo lives in district three and has been appointed to a three year term representing unincorporated King County.

Also invited are the anticipated appointees representing the Coalition for a No Kill King County (Claire Davis) and Friends of King County Animal Control (Cheryl Bell).  The council has not yet received the paperwork for these appointments but according to executive staff the paperwork is being finalized and is expected to be transmitted shortly.
Claire Davis is the co-founder and president of the Coalition for a No Kill King County.  She  has served as a legal advisor for Best Friends Animal Society.  Ms. Davis has also volunteered at various animal shelters in Pennsylvania as well as Alley Cat Allies (a feral cat advocacy group) during the aftermath of Hurricane Katrina and Hurricane Rita.  Ms. Davis is an attorney for Wilson Sonsini Goodrich and Rosati.  She lives in district eight and is expected to be appointed to a three year term.
Cheryl Bell has volunteered with Friends of King County Animal Control for four years and has been a member of Best Friends Animal Sanctuary for eight years. She is an accountant with Proline Audio Visual and has three small dogs.  Ms. Bell lives in district nine and is expected to be appointed to a three year term.
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
