Dear Councilmember Ferguson:

This letter transmits an ordinance authorizing the King County Executive to enter into an interlocal agreement (ILA) with the City of Renton to transfer ownership of King County drainage facilities and property interests to the City.
The City of Renton has annexed a number of unincorporated areas since the 1990s.  Prior to these annexations, King County, under its Surface Water Management (SWM) program, inspected and/or maintained drainage facilities within the areas.  These drainage facilities served local residents when the area was unincorporated and have continued to do so since becoming part of Renton.  Since annexation, Renton has been maintaining them under its surface water program.  Current county policy provides for the county to transfer to cities stormwater facilities in areas that are annexed.
The proposed ordinance, along with the ILA and deed documents to be executed, complete the administrative process of formally transferring responsibility for all drainage facilities and ownership of all the drainage property interests formerly held by King County in Renton.  The ILA has been approved by City of Renton staff and legal counsel, and has been authorized for signature by its City Council.
