AN ORDINANCE relating to the annexation of an area known as First Intertie to King County Water District No. 119 for the purpose of providing water service.
AN ORDINANCE relating to the annexation of an area known as Easterly-Weiss Annexation to King County Water District No. 119 for the purpose of providing water service.
SUMMARY: 
Proposed Ordinance 2002-0167 would approve the annexation of approximately 40 acres of land into the King County Water District No. 119 service area (Attachment 1).  This annexation was initiated because the area has become an “island” of unannexed property within the King County Water District 119 boundary.  The district’s existing water distribution system has recently been expanded to pass through the annexation area.  The commissioners of the district have concluded that annexation is appropriate so that the recently constructed intertie line will be within the district’s boundaries and so that property owners in the annexation area will have a reliable and safe source of potable water.
The proposed annexation area is located within unincorporated King County.  Maps of the proposed annexation area are attached (Attachment 1b and c).
There are approximately 40 people who reside in the proposed annexation area.  There are 15 parcels of property in the area, ten of which already contain single family residences.  Almost all of the parcels are currently five acres in size and the land is zoned Rural Residential with one dwelling unit per five-acre parcel.  The annexation will not directly affect land use of the area and the district knows of no proposals for land use changes.
Water service to the proposed annexation area will be provided by the district as property owners request it.  
Proposed Ordinance 2002-0252 would approve the annexation of approximately 7.3 acres of land into the King County Water District No. 119 service area (Attachment 5).  This annexation was initiated by owners residing in the proposed annexation area, who petitioned the district for annexation.  This area does not have adequate ground water resources to develop private or community wells on the property.  A piped water system from the district is the only source of water to serve these properties.  

The proposed annexation area is located within unincorporated King County.  Maps of the proposed annexation area are attached (Attachment 5b and c).

The area is presently unoccupied, but residential use is anticipated.  There are presently two undeveloped parcels in the annexation area.  The land is zoned Rural Residential on five-acre parcels and permits for the construction of a single family residence on each of the two lots in the area are pending. 

Council approval is required to complete the annexation process for both annexations.  The council held a public hearing on the proposed First Intertie annexation on June 3, 2002.  The council has not yet had the published public hearing on the proposed Easterly-Weiss annexation, but will hold the required hearing before taking final action on the annexation.
An amendment is required for each Proposed Ordinance to fill in the blanks in the ordinance with appropriate dates.   When the Proposed Ordinances were introduced, the public hearings at the council and the review by the Utilities Technical Review Committee had not happened.  The Proposed Ordinances include blanks for the dates of the hearings and UTRC approval and those blanks need to be filled in.  The committee can direct the clerk to fill in the blanks with the appropriate dates by an oral amendment.
BACKGROUND: Annexation of territory by water-sewer districts falls under chapter 57.24 RCW and requires council approval.  The council is required to evaluate whether the annexation complies with the approval criteria described in RCW 57.02.040(3).  These criteria include:

· Whether the annexation complies with the county or town/city comprehensive plan.

· Whether the annexation complies with the policies expressed in the county water and/or sewer comprehensive plan.

Proposed Annexation

· King County Comprehensive Plan:  The proposed annexations comply with the King County Comprehensive Plan.  Specifically, they comply with Policy F-227(a) that allows an area to be part of a Group A water system when the area has been assigned to a water purveyor through a Coordinated Water System Plan approved by King County.  Both proposed annexation areas are within the East King County Coordinated Water System Plan boundary for King County Water District No. 119.  
· King County Water District No. 119 Comprehensive Plan: The district’s comprehensive water plan, which was approved by King County on April 3, 1995, specifies a water system designed to provide service at rural levels of density.  No excess capacity is built into the system, so it will not have the capacity to provide urban services levels.  The entire area served by the district is located within the boundaries of the East King County Critical Water Supply Area.  The East King County Regional Water Association has designated future service areas for all of the water purveyors in eastern King county and both annexation areas are located within the district’s service area.  Service to these areas was contemplated by the district’s approved comprehensive plan and no plan amendment is proposed. 
Procedural Steps  
First Intertie Annexation
· King County Water District No. 119 issued a Determination of Nonsignificance on November 7, 2001.

· The district passed Resolution No. 398 approving the proposed annexation on December 5, 2001 (Attachment 2). 

· The district filed its Notice of Intention the council on April 3, 2002.

· Boundary Review Board approved the proposed annexation on May 17, 2002 (Attachment 3).

· King County Utilities Technical Review Committee approved the proposed annexation on April 10, 2002 (Attachment 4).

· Council held a public hearing on the proposed annexation on June 3, 2002.
Easterly-Weiss Annexation

· King County Water District No. 119 issued a Determination of Nonsignificance on April 3, 2002.

· The district passed Resolution No. 403 approving the proposed annexation on April 3, 2002 (Attachment 6). 

· The district filed its Notice of Intention the council on May 16, 2002.

· Boundary Review Board will act upon the proposed annexation on July 5, 2002 (Attachment 7).

· King County Utilities Technical Review Committee approved the proposed annexation on June 12, 2002 (Attachment 8).

· Council will hold a public hearing on the proposed annexation prior to final passage.
