Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

In accordance with SSHB 2338, Chapter 290, Laws of 2002 (57th Legislature, 2002 Regular Session), Section 4 (6):  "The county alcohol and drug coordinator, county prosecutor, county sheriff, county superior court, a substance abuse treatment provider appointed by the county legislative authority, a member of the criminal defense bar appointed by the county legislative authority, and, in counties with a drug court, a representative of the drug court shall jointly submit a plan, approved by the county legislative authority or authorities, to the panel established in subsection (5) (b) of this section, for disposition of all the funds provided from the criminal justice treatment account within that county."  (Excerpt pages are enclosed for your referral.)
In late September 2002, the Criminal Justice Council identified the membership of this panel to include:  the County Alcohol and Drug Coordinator (Jim Vollendroff); County Sheriff (Dave Reichert); County Prosecutor (Norm Maleng); a member of the County Superior Court (Judge Laura Inveen); a representative of the County Drug Court (Mary Taylor); a member of the criminal defense bar, and a substance abuse treatment representative.   

The member of the criminal defense bar and the substance abuse treatment provider representative are subject to appointment and confirmation by the county legislative authority.

Enclosed for consideration and approval by the King County Council are motions to confirm David K. Chapman, Director of the Associated Counsel for the Accused, and Norman O. Johnson, Executive Director of Therapeutic Health Services, to the King County Drug Treatment Advisory Panel.  Their resumes, Code of Ethics Financial Disclosure Statements, and appointment letters are enclosed for your information.
