 ORDINANCE 14279

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that King County has enacted ordinance 14279 (Proposed  Ordinance 2001-0586).  Ordinance 14279 was adopted by the Metropolitan King County Council on January 14, 2002 and was signed by the King County Executive on January 24, 2002.  King County provides this notice of adoption and enactment pursuant to RCW 36.70A.290(2)(b).

SUMMARY 

Ordinance 14279 amends Title 21A (Zoning Code) to permit domestic violence shelters as an outright permitted use within the R-1 through R-8 zones.  The shelters would be limited in size to 10 residents or less, including staff, so that a residential scale and appearance similar to adjacent homes can be maintained.
