“King County should work with the ((S))state Department of Natural Resources to ensure that mining areas are reclaimed in a timely and appropriate manner.  Reclamation of mining sites in the Forest Production District should return the land to forestry.  When ((reclamation of)) extraction and stockpiling on mining sites located outside of the Forest Production District is completed and reclamation has begun, the site should be considered for redesignation to a land use designation and zoning classification compatible with the surrounding properties.”

· Of the approximately 315 acres current designated and zoned mining, would be redesignated rural residential (ra) with a density zone of 1 house per 10 acres (RA-10) which would allow clustering.
Clustering refers to development of a subdivision at the existing zoned density that reduces the size of individual lots and creates natural open space for the preservation of critical areas, parks and permanent open space or as a reserve for future development.  (KCC 21A.06.196)
