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SUBJECT

Proposed Ordinance 2019-0310 would rename Sixty Acres Park, located in the unincorporated area north of Redmond, in honor of former Washington State Senator Andy Hill.

SUMMARY

Andy Hill was born in Denver, Colorado on October 12, 1962. He went to college at Colgate University in New York, where he captained the soccer team, and went on to receive a bachelor's degree in Physics and Computer Science. After graduating from Colgate, he attended the Harvard Business School, from which he received an MBA in 1990.

Mr. Hill moved to Redmond, Washington in 1990 to take a job as a program manager in the Windows division of Microsoft, where he worked for 11 years. During that time he was involved in the development of Windows 95, as well as, learning and content-delivery software for K-12 schools. He retired from Microsoft in 2001.

In 2009, Mr. Hill was diagnosed with stage III lung cancer, despite being a life-long non-smoker. The cancer progressed to stage IV over the next several months. He entered into a clinical drug trial in the fall of 2009, and within four months showed no detectable signs of cancer.

At that time he decided to run for a seat in the state senate, representing District 45 as a Republican, and was elected. He devoted much of his time to education issues, serving on the Senate Higher Education Committee and on the Early Learning and K-12 Education Committees. He went on to become the Senate's chief budget writer and chairman of the House Ways and Means Committee.
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According to HistoryLink.org, his major legislative accomplishments include negotiating the state's 2013-2015 budget, which passed by the largest margin in nearly 70 years, freezing and then lowering tuition for state universities and colleges, and his sponsorship and passage of the Vulnerable Individuals Priority Act, which provided support to thousands of families of individuals with disabilities.[footnoteRef:1]  [1:  HistoryLink.org Online Encyclopedia of Washington State History, "Hill, Andy (1962-2016)." https://www.historylink.org/File/20346]
