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SUBJECT:  A PROPOSED ORDINANCE eliminating the date for transmittal of appointments to the King County citizens’ elections oversight committee.

SUMMARY: 

Proposed Ordinance 2004-0019 would eliminate the date for transmittal of appointment of members to the King County citizens’ elections oversight committee. 

In July 2003, the Council created the King County citizens’ elections oversight committee and required the executive to transmit committee appointments to the Council by July 31, 2003 (Ordinance 14711).  In September 2003, the Council extended this transmittal date from July 31, 2003 to September 15, 2003 (Ordinance 14752).  The intent of establishing deadlines was to encourage the quick appointment of members to the Committee so that it could begin its work.
While the Executive appointed and the Council confirmed thirteen members of the committee, one member had had to resign from the committee.  Therefore, there is a need to either eliminate or extend the date for transmittal of committee appointments to fill committee vacancies.  Eliminating the date seems like the most practical solution incase future replacements are necessary.
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
