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SUBJECT:  A MOTION adopting the 2009 work program for the Law, Justice, Health and Human Services Committee.

SUMMARY:  Proposed Motion 2009-0064 would establish a guide for the Law, Justice, Health and Human Services Committee to conduct its 2009 committee work. 

BACKGROUND: The Law, Justice, Health and Human Services Committee considers and makes recommendations on policies relating to law, safety, criminal justice and emergency management programs. It also considers and makes recommendations on policies related to public health programs and human service programs. 

Council Motion 12914 specifies that there is a primary chair and a secondary chair for the Law, Justice, Health and Human Services Committee. The primary chair establishes the agendas and conducts meetings on law, safety, criminal justice and emergency management matters. The secondary chair establishes the agendas and conducts meetings for health and human service issues. 

The committee is scheduled to meet twice monthly on the second and fourth Tuesdays, at 1:30 PM. As shown on the work plans (attachment A of attachment 1), the first meeting of the month is normally a law and justice focused meeting and the second meeting of the month is normally a health and human services meeting. The committee is scheduled to hold at least two joint meetings, one in September before the county’s annual budget process and one in December, after adoption of the 2010 budget. 

The committee received detailed briefings on the law and justice and health and human services work plan components on January 20. There were no changes requested to be made to the work plans and members of the committee requested that the work plans be formalized by motion.

ANALYSIS: The purpose of the Law, Justice, Health and Human Services Committee work program is to guide committee work and provide the public and members of the committee with a schedule for anticipated legislation and briefings and tentative dates for their consideration. In addition, the Law, Justice, Health and Human Services Committee work program is intended to assist the committee's primary and secondary chairs in developing agendas and assigning work to staff.
