On page 4, line 68, after "Attachment A to this ordinance." insert "At least sixty days before initiating condemnation proceedings on any property described in Attachment A to this ordinance, the department shall notify the King County council of its intention to commence a condemnation action regarding that property in the form of an electronic letter to the clerk of the council, who shall retain an electronic copy and provide an electronic copy to all councilmembers, the council chief of staff, and the lead staff for the transportation, economy, and environment committee or its successor.  After receiving the letter, the council shall have sixty days to review the proposed condemnation action, and, if the council objects to that proposed condemnation action, to repeal the condemnation authority granted by this ordinance, either in whole or in part, by ordinance."

On page 4, line 69, after "appraisal" insert ", council review,"

EFFECT prepared by Mary Bourguignon: The amendment would require that Metro notify the Council by letter prior to initiating condemnation proceedings on any of the properties listed in Attachment A to the ordinance and that the Council have 60 days to review the proposed condemnation. If the Council objects to the proposed condemnation, the Council could repeal the condemnation authority by ordinance (either repealing only the authority to condemn the property at issue or fully repealing the authority to condemn any of the properties listed in Proposed Ordinance 2025-0218).
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
