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SUBJECT

Proposed Motions 2009-0232, 0233, 0234 and 0263 would confirm the Executive’s appointments of Anne Baunach, Patricia Cosgrove, Jennifer Meisner and Ted Kutscher, respectively, to the 4Culture - Cultural Development Authority Board of Directors.

BACKGROUND
Ordinance 14482 established the Cultural Development Authority ("CDA") of King County, known as 4Culture, to administer the County’s arts and heritage programs funded by hotel-motel tax revenues and the Public Art ("1% for Art") Program. Ordinance 14482 establishes a 15-member Board of Directors to govern the CDA.  Members are nominated by the Executive and confirmed by the Council.

Nominations to the 4-Culture Board are made by the Board’s Governance/Nominating Committee, an eight-member sub-committee of the Board composed of four directors of the Board, one ex-officio member designated by the Executive and three ex-officio members designated by the Council. 

4CULTURE BOARD CANDIDATES
Proposed Motion 2009-0232, Anne Baunach:  Ms. Baunach lives in Auburn (District 7), and is the Director of Fund Development for Thrive by Five Washington.  She has recently served on the Auburn Arts Commission for eight years.  Since her nomination, and pending confirmation, Ms. Baunach has been participating on the Board.  Ms. Baunach’s appointment is for a three year term, set to expire on December 31, 2011.
Proposed Motion 2009-0233, Patricia Cosgrove:  Ms. Cosgrove lives in Enumclaw (District 9), and is the Museum Director for the City of Auburn.  She has also worked for the Burke Museum and Pacific Science Center.  Since her nomination, and pending confirmation, Ms. Cosgrove has been participating on the Board.  Ms. Cosgrove’s appointment is for a three year term, set to expire on December 31, 2011.

Proposed Motion 2009-0234, Jennifer Meisner:  Ms. Meisner lives in Seattle (District 4), and is the Executive Director for the Washington Trust for Historic Preservation.  She has also served on the 4Culture Historic Preservation Committee as well as the City of Seattle’s Unreinforced Masonry Building Policy Committee.  Since her nomination, and pending confirmation, Ms. Meisner has been participating on the Board.  Ms. Meisner’s appointment is for a three year term, set to expire on December 31, 2011.

Proposed Motion 2009-0263, Ted Kutscher:  Mr. Kutscher lives on Vashon (District 8), and is a principal financial planner and attorney at Federic T. Kutscher and Associates, Inc. and Kutscher, Hereford, Johnson, PLLC.  He is an oil and watercolor painter and is represented by the Silverwood Gallery.  Since his nomination, and pending confirmation, Mr. Kutscher has been participating on the Board.  Mr. Kutscher’s appointment is for a three year term, set to expire on December 31, 2011.
