SUBJECT:  Sustaining Progress in Juvenile Justice
SUMMARY:  Judge Patricia Clark, Chief Juvenile Court Judge, and Bruce Knutson, Juvenile Court Director, will update the committee on continuing progress in implementing the strategies of the Juvenile Justice Operational Master Plan and meeting the goals of reducing  juvenile crime; reducing involvement in the juvenile justice system; and, reducing growth in overall criminal justice costs.  They will be joined by Jim Street, Director of Reinvesting in Youth, a project that is playing an integral part in achieving these goals.
These key juvenile justice leaders for King County will provide information regarding continued progress in reducing the secure detention population, increasing the use of less expensive and restrictive alternatives, increasing access to effective treatment services for high risk youth and their families and improving results through use of the therapeutic court model.
The group will conclude with a discussion of last year’s success in developing a joint plan to sustain the budgets and continuing success of the initiatives that have been key to obtaining positive results.  The Juvenile Court, the Departments of Adult and Juvenile Detention and Community and Human Services, the Prosecuting Attorney’s Office and the Reinvesting in Youth Project are again working together on a sustainability plan for 2006 and beyond.
