NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Metropolitan King County Council will hold a public hearing on the 10th floor of the King County Courthouse, Seattle, Washington on Monday, September 23, 2002 at 1:30p.m.  The purpose of this hearing is to consider adoption of Proposed Substitute Ordinance 2002-0349 relating to public transportation; revising rates of fare.

SUMMARY

Proposed Substitute Ordinance 2002-0349 amends the King County Code 28.94.015 to increase the age definition for child fare payment on Metro Transit buses, allowing children less than six years of age to ride free.  Currently, children less than five years of age may ride free.  The reason for this change is to bring Metro Transit’s definition for child fare payment in line with other transit agency partners in the Regional Fare Agreement.   

Proposed Substitute Ordinance 2002-0349 also increases the Family fare (available Sundays and certain holidays) from $1.00 to $1.25 to be consistent with the regular adult off-peak fare.  Historically, these two fares have been the same.  These changes will become effective September 28, 2002.
