Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

Attached to this letter is a motion for Council action authorizing me to enter into an interlocal agreement for a transportation study of the State Route (SR) 167 corridor.  The agreement includes the state Department of Transportation and King County.  King County would contribute $34,000 as a part of the local match to $400,000 earmarked for this effort by the Puget Sound Regional Council (PSRC).  The remaining $66,000 in local match is to be provided in equal amounts by Auburn and Kent.

The schedule for this work would produce a set of alternative investment packages, including a preliminary preferred option, that would allow this effort to go into an environmental process in the future.  By producing a preliminary preferred option, the effort also would provide the description of a project that could be funded through the Regional Transportation Investment District.
