A MOTION confirming the Executive’s appointment of Joshua McCall, who resides in council district four, to the King County Children and Family Commission.
Summary:
The Executive has appointed Joshua McCall to a partial term on the King County Children and Family Commission, expiring June 1, 2005.

Mr. McCall is a resident of Seattle and council district four.  He is a graduate of Witman College where he received his Bachelor of Arts Degree in Sociology.  Mr. McCall is currently the Real Time Power Scheduler for Power Resource Managers LLP in Bellevue.
