The Metropolitan King County Council will hold a public hearing on (DATE) to take testimony on a proposed ordinance adopting coastal high hazard areas flood regulations for unincorporated King County.

This ordinance establishes coastal high hazard areas regulations for unincorporated King County.  The proposed regulations require buildings to be constructed on pilings and columns, elevated at least three-feet above the 100-year flood elevation, located landward of the mean high tide, and the foundation anchored. Fill is not allowed for structural support. T hese new coastal high hazard areas regulations will only apply to Vashon/Maury Island.
