NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that a public hearing will be held before the Metropolitan King County Council, Room 1001, King County Courthouse, Seattle, Washington, on the 27th day of September, at 1:30 p.m., to consider adoption of Proposed Ordinance 2004-0353, authorizing the executive to enter into an interlocal agreement between King County and the City of Seattle for the transfer of park and open space property known as South Park Farm to the City of Seattle.

SUMMARY

King County is in discussions with the City of Seattle regarding the transfer of South Park Farm, a community garden located at 5th Avenue South and South Cloverdale Street near State Route 509 in the South Park neighborhood of Seattle. The King County Council will consider an ordinance on September 27, 2004, approving the transfer to the City.  

South Park Farm is located within Seattle city limits. Under terms of the transfer agreement, King County would transfer South Park Farm to the City within 30 days of the execution of the agreement. 

Following the transfer, South Park Farm will continue to be used for park and open space purposes, and will be open to the general public.
