Council to Hold Public Hearing on amending the Soaring Eagle Project Agreement and Deed of Right for conservation purposes
The Metropolitan King County Council will hold a public hearing on (DATE)__________ to take testimony on a proposed ordinance to amend the Project Agreement and Deed of Right for Soaring Regional Park to reflect the transfer of a 30-acre portion of Soaring Eagle Park (formally known as Section 36 Park) from King County to the City of Sammamish, and the deletion of approximately four acres of utility easements and the internal trail system.  The park was acquired in part with funds from a grant for urban wildlife habitat conservation in the Washington Wildlife and Recreation Program, and the remainder of the park would be included in the Deed of Right for habitat conservation purposes.  The park is located at 25992 NE 8th Street in Sammamish, WA.
