			Yes, a draft of the ordinance was provided to the public for review and comment prior to transmittal, which included the following outreach activities:
•	A 30-day public comment period from February 28 to March 28, 2022.
•	King County social media messaging.
•	Social media messaging on local blogs.
•	Development of a project website, which included information about the proposals and various methods for public comment.
•	Weekly discussions with the White Center CDA, DLS' contractor for public engagement for the North Highline Subarea Plan.
•	Direct engagement with local business owners and landowners.
•	Booths at community events;
•	An online survey.
•	A presentation to the North Highline Unincorporated Area Council on March 3, 2022, presentation to the White Center CDA on March 3, 2022, and a virtual open house on March 18, 2022.
•	Creation and use of a community-selected and compensated Community Advisory Group, which met virtually four times to help develop and review the design standards at various stages.
•	Email updates to community members interested in this project and the North Highline Subarea Plan
•	Walking tours with the public.
•	A youth engagement exercise.
