NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that a public hearing will be held before the Metropolitan King County Council, Room 1001, King County Courthouse, Seattle, Washington, on the 19th  day of May , 2003, at 1:30 p.m., to consider adoption of Proposed Ordinance 2003-0196, authorizing the executive to enter into an interlocal transfer agreement between King County and the city of  Auburn for transfer to the city of 10 acres of undeveloped County park property in the Lea Hill area.

SUMMARY

The King County Executive has concluded discussions with the city of Auburn regarding the transfer of a 10 acre parcel of park property which was formerly a portion of the Jacobson Tree Farm property, located near the intersection of 132nd Ave SE and SE 294th Place in the Lea Hill area, to the City.  The King County Council will consider an ordinance on May 19th, approving the transfer to the District.  

The park property is located wholly within the City’s potential annexation area.   The transfer agreement provides for King County to transfer ownership of the facility within 30 days after the effective date of the agreement. 

Following the transfer, the City intends to develop the property as a sports complex to benefit the general public.
