STAFF REPORT
SUBJECT:

This ordinance makes supplemental appropriations from three capital funds to support an e-commerce pilot program.

SUMMARY:


Proposed Ordinance 2002-0304, if approved, would allow the combined expenditure of $596,023 from the Capital Acquisition & Renovation Fund 1993, Year 2000 Software Enhancement Fund and the Data Processing Services Fund.  The appropriation would allow four pilot projects to move forward: pet licensing, property taxes, Superior Court filing fees and District Court fines. 
The companion legislation approving the E-Commerce Management Plan was reviewed and approved by the full Council on July 29th after review by the Labor, Operations, and Technology Committee.  The  proposed agreement covers the period from January 1, 2002 through December 31, 2002.

Since the Council has already approved the E-Commerce Management Plan and the funding for the pilot projects is viable and reasonable, approval of this supplemental request is reasonable.
