


Attachment B - Immigration Status Fees Eligible for Financial Assistance
Dated June 8, 2021  
The list below is not exhaustive of all immigration relief applications and their filing fee cost, but it demonstrates the range in fees a person may be required to pay. Simultaneous filing of more than one form with the U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Services is sometimes required (e.g. I-130, I-485, Biometrics fee, and I-601, totaling $2,690). In addition, applicants may need financial assistance for more than one type of expense listed below. For example, an applicant may need assistance paying USCIS filing fees and passport fees.

	Immigration application filing fees associated with U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Services (USCIS) and Executive Office for Immigration Review (EOIR)    

	Fee Range for USCIS and EOIR
$85 - $1,225  

NOTE: The list below is not exhaustive of all immigration relief applications and their filing fees, but it demonstrates the range in fees a person is required to pay. In addition, simultaneous filing of more than one form with USCIS is sometimes required (e.g. I-130, I-485, Biometrics fee, and I-601, totaling $2,690).  Biometrics fees are sometimes a stand-alone fee in EOIR cases but not with USCIS.

	USCIS and EOIR have the authority to grant immigration relief to immigrants. EOIR specifically handles immigration court cases. Immigrants can also file applications through USCIS, including DACA, during immigration court proceedings. 

	Immigration Customs Enforcement (ICE) Application for Stay of Removal 

	$155

	The ICE Application for Stay of Removal is a form that is filed to prevent a person’s deportation because of available protection they may have pending. Many people are then able to reopen their immigration court case.  

	Immigration Customs Enforcement (ICE) Voluntary Departure Bond   

	~$500
	The ICE Voluntary Departure Bond is filed when an immigration judge allows voluntary departure in lieu of a deportation order. As a result, a bond must be paid, typically within five days of  the order. 

	Passport fees 

	$36 – $175
	Each consulate has different fees to issue or renew a passport. In some cases, for example when a U visa applicant is applying for a green card, a passport is required to be included in their application. 

	Immigration medical exams 

	$370 - $2,253  

	Immigration medical exams are required for all green card applications. In addition, medical exams are used in some asylum cases to evaluate the applicant’s injuries.  

	Psychological exams  

	Youth: ~$650 
Adults: ~$900 – $1,500 
 



	Psychological exams are typically used for asylum cases and for survivors of violence. This includes immigrants in deportation proceedings who have been abused by their lawful permanent resident/US citizen spouse or parent.

	Competency evaluations 

	$2,000 - $2,200 

	Competency evaluations are done by psychiatrists for immigration deportation proceedings. 

	Expert/country conditions fees 

	$500 - $2,000 

	Expert and country conditions consultants are used in immigration deportation defense cases. 

	Special Immigrant Juvenile Status (SIJS) fees including publication, service fees and parenting classes 

	Non-parental custody in KC: $260
Publication fee for 6 weeks: ~$900
Parenting classes: $25 - $85
 

	SIJS is a form of immigration relief for youth who have been abused, neglected, or abandoned by a parent. To qualify for SIJS, some state court related proceedings  require publication, service fees, and parenting classes.   


	Post-conviction relief fees  

	$1,500 - $3,000 

	Vacatur of old convictions, for example as a result of the Washington Supreme Court decision regarding drug possession crime in the State v. Blake case.
