SUMMARY
Proposed Ordinance 2011-0041 would amend the King County Code as follows:

· Extends the existing fee waiver provisions to participants who reapply to receive credit for forest stewardship plans or farm management plans;
· Revises public notice procedures for consistency with state law;
· Eliminates certain shoreline protection area categories to prevent duplicate award of credit for a given resource buffer;
· Clarifies the amount of required forest area retention in a “watershed protection area” for consistency with case law;
· Requires limited reporting by property owners to allow cost-effective monitoring for compliance;
· Places PBRS fee provisions in a different location in the county code to allow the public to more easily locate fee provisions;
