Routes 773 and 775 will provide alternative service along portions of Alki Avenue Southwest and Harbor Avenue Southwest with connections to/from the West Seattle Water Taxi between Seacrest Park on Harbor Avenue Southwest and Pier 50 on the Seattle waterfront.
