SUBJECT

An ordinance relating to public transportation; adopting updates to the Strategic Plan for Public Transportation 2011-2021 (Transit Strategic Plan) and King County Metro Service Guidelines (Service Guidelines). 

SUMMARY

The focus of today’s Regional Transit Committee (RTC) agenda item will be the presentation of the preliminary draft Chair’s Striking Amendment to the Executive’s proposed update and any additional discussion by RTC members.  The Chair will outline the schedule for completing RTC action on Proposed Ordinance 2016-0005.

BACKGROUND

Chair’s Striking Amendment

The Chair’s Striking Amendment is a work in progress.  This staff report includes preliminary draft revised versions of Attachment A (update to the Transit Strategic Plan) and Attachment B (update to the Service Guidelines).  The preliminary draft versions show proposed changes, in “track changes” form.

There is also a Matrix listing the proposed changes in order of appearance, first Attachment A and then Attachment B.

These changes reflect input from colleagues and from city and county staff.  The King County Metro staff has provided invaluable assistance in preparing these preliminary drafts.

The Sound Cities Association (SCA) Caucus has advised the Chair that its discussion next week may identify an additional request, such as a follow-up on the February 3 Special Workshop discussion about future refinement of allocation/prioritization criteria for Alternative Service projects.

Schedule

Following RTC review of the Update on January 20, the February 3, and February 17, staff has prepared a draft schedule for discussion to facilitate completion of Committee action on this issue:

· RTC Meeting, March 16 – Review preliminary draft Chair’s striking amendment, identify follow-up items and provide direction to staff for finalization
· April 7 – building on late March staff follow-up work, finalize requests to Chair 
· April 13 – target date for transmittal of RTC packet including the Chair’s striking amendment 
· April 27 – approval of Chair’s striking amendment at Special RTC meeting 

The March 16 meeting is a critical opportunity to confirm that this timeline works – or to identify any revisions to the timeline needed to accomplish a vote on April 27.
