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SUBJECT

A motion confirming the executive's appointment of Thomas Ysasi, who resides in Council District Four, to the King County International Airport Roundtable, as a community representative for Magnolia/North Seattle.

SUMMARY

The executive has forwarded for council consideration and approval the appointment of Thomas Ysasi (Proposed Motion 2015-00013) to the King County International Airport Roundtable for a three-year term expiring August 31, 2017.

BACKGROUND

The Council established the Airport Roundtable in 1997 (Ordinance 12785).  The purpose of the Roundtable is to advise and make recommendations to the airport management, County Executive and County Council on the airport budget, programs, regulations, master plans, noise reduction strategies and other related matters.

The Roundtable is comprised of sixteen regular voting members and one non-voting member representing the following interests (See Attachment 3 for a board profile):

· Airport communities (eight members). Communities include: Georgetown; Magnolia or North Seattle; Tukwila; Renton/Kent/South King County; Beacon Hill/Rainier Valley; West Seattle; and Unincorporated King County;
· Airport tenants (four members);
· Commercial off-site user or airport-related services provider (one member);
· Pilots’ association (one member)
· Labor (two members); and
· Federal Aviation Administration (one ex-officio non-voting member).

Members of the Roundtable can serve up to two consecutive terms of three years or until a successor is appointed.  Terms of the members are staggered consistent with the provisions of K.C.C. 2.28. The Roundtable is authorized to appoint subcommittees that may include representatives that are not regular members of the Roundtable to serve for a limited duration.  The Executive may also appoint non-voting ex-officio members to serve at the Executive’s discretion. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Thomas Ysasi is a construction consultant with expertise in concrete and building structures, project planning, scheduling, estimating, cost control and schedule delay impact analysis.  Mr Ysasi owned his own business and worked for other construction firms in Phoenix and Tucson, Arizona with additional work in southern California through 2001.  He was also retained as a construction claims consultant starting in 1992.   In 2004 Mr. Ysasi began working as a construction consultant with Nitro Associates (based in Pasadena, CA) with a broad range of responsibilities based on his experience in construction and claims consulting, including scheduling, claims analysis, mediation participation, critical path method schedule analysis, and delay and damage calculations.  In addition Mr. Ysasi provides expert witness analysis and testimony as it related to construction cases.

Mr. Ysasi has resided in Seattle since 2011 and reports he is a homeowner located directly beneath the flight path for KCIA runway 13R, therefore has a perspective of Magnolia and north Seattle property owners that experience KCIA’s air traffic on a daily basis.   In addition, Mr Ysasi is a pilot with a commercial license flying company owned aircraft (based at KCIA) in support of his business interests.  He reports he is a customer of several of the tenants based at the airport.  

Thomas Ysasi states that as a part of his professional duties he works regularly “with people with opposing views and successfully communicate my client’s views on challenging subjects.”

This appointment is a three-year term expiring August 31, 2017.
