SUBJECT:  MOTIONS confirming the executive's appointment Joe Casalini and Relaena Sindelar to the King County solid waste advisory committee.
BACKGROUND:  

The King County Solid Waste Advisory Committee (SWAC) was established in 1984 (K.C.C. 10.28) to advise and make recommendations to the county executive relating to:

· all aspects of solid waste management planning;

· the development of programs and policies concerning solid waste management; and

· solid waste management rules, policies or ordinances prior to their adoption.

The Solid Waste Advisory Committee is composed of at least nine and not more than twenty members. Membership is comprised of a county-wide group of citizens who represent public interest groups, businesses, the waste management industry and local elected public officials.  Members are appointed to serve a term of three years.

CANDIDATES FOR APPOINTMENT TO 

THE KING COUNTY SOLID WASTE ADVISORY COMMITTEE

Today, the Committee will be considering the appointments of two members to serve on the Solid Waste Advisory Committee (SWAC).
Joe Casalini, who resides in King County council district two, is being appointed to serve as the waste management industry representative for the SWAC.  Mr. Casalini is the Director of Business Development for the Roosevelt Regional Landfill at Rabanco.  His experience includes 17 years of solid waste, recycling, and intermodal transportation industries with a primary focus on strategic planning, contract negotiations, and business development.  Mr. Casalini is being appointed for a three year term expiring September 30, 2009. 

Relaena Sindelar, who resides in King County council district eight, is owner and president of Sindelar Communications and Marketing.  In a previous position, Ms. Sindelar was responsible for writing standard operating procedures for handling biohazard and sharps for a biotech firm.  She brings to the SWAC a personal dedication to recycling, composting and other solid waste issues.  Ms. Sindelar is being appointed for a three-year term, expiring on September 30, 2008.
