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Proposed Substitute Motion 2016-0541.2, confirming the Executive's appointment of Douglas Crandall, who resides in council district two, to the King County mental illness and drug dependency advisory committee, passed out of committee on April 4, 2017.  The motion was amended in committee with an Amendment and Title Amendment to make adjustments reflecting changes in the committee name from “Oversight” to “Advisory” resulting from Ordinance 18452 adopted January 18, 2017.





SUBJECT

A MOTION confirming the Executive's appointment of Douglas Crandall, who resides in council district two, to the King County mental illness and drug dependency oversight committee, representing mental health and chemical dependency services in King County.

SUMMARY

The Executive has appointed Douglas Crandall to a four-year term on the King County Mental Illness and Drug Dependency (MIDD) Advisory Committee (formerly known as the Mental Illness and Drug Dependency Oversight Committee), expiring June 30, 2020.  
Mr. Crandall has worked in the human services field as a teacher, clinician, funder and administrator, for over 35 years. Currently, Mr. Crandall, is the CEO of Community Psychiatric Clinic in Seattle, where he is a comprehensive mental health and substance use disorder treatment provider.  Additionally, Mr. Crandall was a Director at Catholic Community Services, focusing on mental health and substance abuse disorder treatment and health care instruction.   Mr. Crandall notes that he is a passionate leader in bringing efficient and effective services to our most vulnerable citizens.
BACKGROUND 

The King County MIDD Advisory Committee (K.C.C. 2.130.010) is composed of separately elected officials and King County agency directors or designees along with representatives of providers of services to the mentally ill and drug dependent.  The advisory committee shall act as an advisory body to the council and executive. 

The advisory committee shall:

· review and provide written recommendations to the executive and the council on the implementation and effectiveness of the county's sales tax funded programs in meeting the goals;  
· review and report to the executive and the council on annual evaluation reports;
· review and comment on emerging and evolving priorities for the use of the mental illness and drug dependency sales tax revenue; 
· serve as a forum to promote coordination and collaboration between entities involved with sales tax programs;
· educate the public, policymakers and stakeholders on mental illness and drug dependency sales tax funded programs;
· coordinate and share information with other related efforts and groups.
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
