Dear Councilmember Gossett:

Enclosed for the County Council’s review and approval is a supplemental ordinance for the second quarter of 2007.  The attached ordinance includes supplemental budget requests for new appropriation authority, corrections, and 2006 budget reappropriations.
The following are highlights of the supplemental proposals impacting the Current Expense (CX) Fund.
Sheriff $94,136

This request brings the department's expenditure authority in the Radio Direct charges account in line with the last three years of actual spending.  This account is for time and maintenance with radio equipment.  The account has also been increased for the 2008 budget during PSQ.
Record, Elections and Licensing Services $44,014 and 0.5 FTE  
This request is in response to Section 28, proviso 2, of Ordinance 15652 and would fund a 0.5 FTE position to provide administrative support of the King County Animal Control Citizen's Advisory Committee.  The administrative position would provide coordination and support for meetings, assist with research requests, report writing, media outreach, and public announcements, and perform all other necessary administrative functions needed to support the committee.  

Superior Court $252,111 and 3.0 FTEs
· Criminal Case Processing Review, $150,000 - Superior Court is requesting $150,000 in additional expenditure authority for a Criminal Case Processing Review.  Superior Court will use the funds to hire a consultant to analyze its current processes and practices with the goal of reducing its backlog of over 4,000 criminal cases.   

· Commissioner Positions, $102,111, 3.0 FTEs - Superior Court is also requesting $102,111 in additional appropriation and 3.0 FTE commissioners. Superior Court will convert 1.6 TLT court commissioners to FTE and hire an additional 1.4 FTE commissioners for a total of 3.0 FTE commissioners in 2007.
Judicial Administration $15,670
Judicial Administration is requesting $15,670 in appropriation authority to re-appropriate its unexpended 2006 Domestic Violence Council funding.
Non-Current Expense Funds
Roads $121,291
Due to an error in the 2007 Adopted Budget, a portion of the Financial Services Charge was not budgeted in the RSD (Roads Services Division) budget.  This request increases the RSD budget to correct the technical error.
E-911 - $634,754

This request provides appropriation authority for E-911 to distribute the 2006 revenue that was withheld from the Seattle Police Department PSAP (Personal Safety Answering Points) due to their not meeting the E-911 system call answering standard for the last three quarters of 2006.  By meeting the call answering standards in the 1st Quarter of 2007, they are entitled to receive the withheld funds. 

River Improvement, $568,900 backed by fund balance and revenue
· Black River Pump Plan Upgrade, $200,000 

In early 2006, a fuel spill at the Black River Pump Station prompted an assessment of the facility.  The 2007 budget allocated $200,000 for pump station repairs; however, the final assessment concluded that an additional $200,000 is needed to address numerous mechanical, electrical, safety, and security problems that could jeopardize both the operating staff and the function of the facility.  Failure of this facility would result in widespread flooding in portions of the Lower Green River Valley.  
· Briscoe School Levee Repair, $368,900

The January 2006 flood event resulted in a deep-seated rotational failure affecting approximately 600 linear feet of the Briscoe School levee.  The Briscoe School levee is part of a continuous system of flood containment levees on the right bank of the lower Green River.  The county is partnering with the United States Corps of Engineers (Corps) through the PL84-99 program to construct an emergency repair to ensure the integrity of the levee.  The total project cost is estimated to be $834,000.  The Corps share of the project is $465,100; the county’s is $368,900.
Developmental Disabilities, $1,740,000 backed by Grants
· Developmental Disabilities Day Program, $1,100,000 - This is revenue backed request, funded through Washington State, that provides for enhanced employment child development and community access programs.

· Developmental Disabilities Job Placement, $420,000 - This is a revenue backed request, funded through Washington state, that provides for enhanced job placement and training services for people with developmental disabilities.

· Birth to Three Intervention & Administration, $220,000 - This is a revenue backed request, funded through the Shoreline School District, which provides for early intervention services to young children with developmental disabilities.

Community and Human Services Administration $143,889 and 1.0 FTE
This is a partially revenue backed request, funded through the department’s internal overhead charges, that provides for the expenditure and FTE authority for an IT Service Delivery Manager position to serve the entire department.

Veterans and Family Levy 0.5 FTE
The Veterans and Family Levy is requesting an additional 0.5 FTE to hire a Fiscal Specialist III to provide additional fiscal support for the levy fund.  The position will be supported with existing Veterans and Family Levy budget authority.
Surface Water Management Local Drainage Services (SWMLDS) - $10,498 fully Revenue Backed by the Surface Water Management fee
· Unincorporated Area Council Overhead Correction

Due to an error in the 2007 Adopted Budget, a portion of the UAC Overhead charge was not budgeted in the SWMLDS budget.  This request increases the SWMLDS budget to correct the technical error.
Youth Sports Facilities Grants $132,975 
· West Fenwick Park Basketball Course, $35,000

The City of Kent applied for a YSFG grant for a basketball course at West Fenwick Park, which was approved as part of the 2006 Adopted Budget.  However, the contract was still being completed with the grant recipient at the end of 2006 and appropriation was not carried over so appropriation is needed in 2007 to fulfill the grant.  The request is backed by fund balance.

· Torguson Park Soccer Field, $48,125

The city of North Bend applied for a YSFG grant for a soccer field at Torguson Park, which was approved as part of the 2006 Adopted Budget.  However, the contract was still being completed with the grant recipient at the end of 2006 and appropriation was not carried over, so appropriation is needed in 2007 to fulfill the grant.  The request is backed by fund balance.

· Duthie Hill Mountain Bike Course, $49,850

The Back Country Bicycle Trails Club applied for a YSFG grant for a mountain bike course at Duthie Hill, which was approved as part of the 2006 Adopted Budget.  However, the contract was still being completed with the grant recipient at the end of 2006 and appropriation was not carried over, so appropriation is needed in 2007 to fulfill the grant.  The request is backed by fund balance.

Parks and Recreation $546,590  
· Storm Related Maintenance, $255,542
The storms in late 2006 wreaked havoc in the King County parks.  Basic maintenance has been deferred in 2007 due to work needing to be done resulting from these events.  As a result Parks is requesting one-time funding to focus on the routine maintenance backlog that would otherwise be deferred while taking care of storm damage.  This request is backed by fund balance.

· Loss Control Fund Awards, $31,500

Office of Risk Management (ORM) Loss Control Fund provides funding assistance for projects and initiatives intended to reduce liability loss exposures for King County and its agencies.  It is in large part intended to help agencies respond to new or emerging liability issues that could not be anticipated and budgeted for in advance.  ORM approved $15,000 for the Hicks/Garret Lake dock removal and $16,500 for the Cougar Mountain mine shaft subsidence mitigation. 

· E-Commerce IT Project, $15,000
This request is for an E-Commerce IT project that would allow the Parks Division to offer customers 24 hour internet access to pay for Parks services such as parking, camping, swim fees, etc.  This project has gone through OIRM review process and has OIRM approval.  This request is backed by fund balance.
Children and Family Set-Aside $17,925 
This request provides funding for domestic violence prevention and parenting classes at the jail’s Community Center for Alternative Programs (CCAP).
Housing Opportunity $1,272,024 

RAHP Housing Expansion – The Housing Opportunity Fund (HOF) collected higher than projected revenues from the Regional Affordable Housing Program (RAHP) and interest income in 2006.  HOF is requesting $1,272, 024 in additional appropriation authority to expend its fund balance to develop affordable housing in 2007.
Solid Waste Division, $1,237,690
· Coordinated Prevention Grant Offset Cycle Grant - $200,000, fully grant funded 

In January 2007, the Solid Waste Division was awarded a $250,000 competitive grant from the Washington Department of Ecology.  Grant funding is for regional food waste recycling ($100,000), green building assistance to suburban cities ($50,000), and support for the Northwest Product Stewardship Council ($100,000), $200,000 of the grant will be spent in 2007 and the remaining $50,000 will be budgeted in the 2008 budget.

· Insourcing Recyclables Hauling  - $781,770
The King County Council has approved the Solid Waste Division’s proposal to bring recyclables hauling in-house.  This request provides the budget authority necessary to purchase the long haul trucks, tandem trailers, and recycle bins that will be used once the program is implemented.  There is a lag time of up to 180 days between ordering and receiving the equipment.  Purchasing the equipment in 2007 will enable Solid Waste to implement the program in early 2008.  The remaining aspects of the program will be included in Solid Waste's 2008 proposed budget.
Wastewater Treatment $14,273

· COLA Correction, $14,273

This request adjusts a COLA reduction made by County Council in the 2007 Adopted Budget.  COLA was reduced by $138,758 rather than the correct amount of $124,485.  This request is backed by fund balance.
Transit $275,257
· COLA Correction, $70,257
This request adjusts a COLA reduction made by County Council in the 2007 Adopted Budget.  COLA was reduced by $319,028 rather than the correct amount of $248,771.  This request is backed by fund balance.

· Law Enforcement Rapid Response, $205,000

This request is part of the Seattle Urban Area Security Initiative goals to deter, prevent, preempt, protect against and respond to terrorism.  It provides for salaries for developing lesson plans and attending training classes; training materials; travel to attend training and drills; three response vehicles and equipment.  This request is backed by a UASI Department of Homeland Security grant.  
Facilities Management Division $14,845 and 3.00 FTEs 

· Major Projects Strategic Initiative Team, 2.0 FTE 
Facilities Management Division requests FTE authority to staff two positions to handle numerous complex and high-level strategic policy and real estate initiatives.  These initiatives require a great deal of stakeholder outreach and coordination, policy and cost analysis, and reporting to the Executive and Council, community groups, other jurisdictions and stakeholders.  The estimated cost for one Project Program Manager IV and one administrative support staff is $164,318, which will be funded by capital projects. 

· Parks CIP – Administrative Support, $14,845 and 1.0 FTEs 
One administrative specialist position is requested to organize, oversee, establish and maintain data sources for Parks CIP projects.  This is the only administrative support position assigned to the group which resides at the King Street Center and does not have access to any other support staff for their needs.
EXPENDITURE RESTRICTION AMENDMENTS AND/OR REMOVALS
Along with these supplemental appropriations, it is requested that some expenditure restrictions from the 2007 Adopted Budget Ordinance be altered.  For each expenditure restriction, the reasoning behind the requested alteration is described in the narrative below.

Section 72 –Water and Land Resources Shared Services
Expenditure Restrictions 2 and 3
This ordinance strikes some language from two expenditure restrictions in section 72 of the 2007 Adopted Budget Ordinance related to the Culver program.  Water and Land Resources Shared Services Expenditure Restrictions 2 and 3 in this ordinance strikes ER2 and revises ER3.  In the Adopted 2007 Budget, $112,000 of Culver funding was allocated to "Ecological Restoration Crews."  This category was a generic title for work that will be performed by EarthCorps.  Because $200,000 of Culver funding and $100,000 of funding from other Water and Land Resource Division sources have been allocated to EarthCorps, the $112,000 for Ecological Restoration Crews is not needed.  As council did not identify a funding source for the three items in ER2, they will be paid for with Culver funding freed up by removing the $112,000 for Ecological Restoration Crews.  Additionally, $40,000 for forestry management training classes offered by Washington State University (WSU) Extension was inadvertently omitted from the 2007 budget.  The Culver allocation to WSU Extension will be increased $40,000 to pay for these classes.  The $8,000 of remaining Culver funds will be allocated to the WaterWorks Grants program, bringing the total amount available for grants to $558,000.

A detailed spreadsheet that separates and organizes the amounts by supplemental and budget reappropriation components is attached for County Council review.  The spreadsheet includes other supplemental appropriations that are not highlighted in this letter but are included in the ordinance, including budget reappropriation carryover to the 2007 Adopted Budget Ordinance.  
Fiscal notes and financial plans are included in the transmittal package.
