Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

The enclosed ordinance, if approved, will ratify the Washington State Council of County and City Employees, Council 2, Local 2084SC-S (Superior Court Supervisors -Wages Only) Collective Bargaining Agreement and five Memoranda of Agreement for the period of January 1, 2000 through December 31, 2003.  These agreements cover 12 employees in the Superior Court.

The wage settlement for 2000 is 2.52%.  The wage settlement for 2001 is 3.11%.  The cost-of-living increase for 2002 and 2003 follows the standard County settlement agreed to with other labor organizations.  Those increases are based on 90% of the increase in the All Cities CPI-W Index, September to September; provided, however, that the amount produced by application of the foregoing shall not be less than 2% nor greater than 6%.

The settlement reached is a product of good-faith collective bargaining between King County and the union.  The agreement compares favorably with other settlements and is within our capacity to finance.  This agreement has been reviewed by the Office of the Prosecuting Attorney, Civil Division.
