Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

Please find enclosed the report Recommendations for JJOMP Proviso Funds, Addendum A Executive Recommendations for JJOMP Proviso Funds, and a motion.  If approved, the motion would allow $200,000 to be spent on three important strategies directed toward reducing juvenile crime and the cost of the juvenile justice system.  In the 2002 adopted budget, the Council indicated through provisos that it set aside $450,000 for “new county investments in services to reduce youth involvement in the juvenile justice system.”  Given our current financial crisis, I believe spending $200,000 of these funds on these one-time investments represents the most prudent course.

Over the past three years, King County has been fortunate to see substantial decreases in juvenile offender filings and the use of secure detention.  In part, it appears that efforts such as the Juvenile Justice Operational Master Plan (JJOMP) have played a role in these reductions and associated cost savings.  If the County did not find itself in a precarious financial condition, the concept of reinvesting these savings would hold much appeal.  However, the decline in the economy and the caps of growth of key revenue streams mean that the County’s revenues fall far short of expenditure needs.  With the failure of the State Legislature to provide some relief to the County, CX-dependent agencies will be taking reductions of at least $50 million in the coming year followed by substantial reductions in future years.

In light of this financial crisis, we cannot afford to further jeopardize existing core services by adding or expanding programs.  As noted in the enclosed addendum, I support spending $200,000 of the proviso funds on one-time investments that emphasize reducing the detention population or provide bridge funding for promising programs until they secure outside revenue sources.  Because we face the most difficult budget challenge in recent history, we cannot commit to new 2003 obligations at this time.  My office will work closely with the priorities of the affected agencies to fund – to the greatest extent possible – those programs that maintain public safety.
